And further, theability to do thingsin thiscertain way isnot due soldy to the possesson of taent,
for many people who have great tdent remain poor, while otherswho have very little taent get rich.

Sudying the people who have gotten rich, we find that they are an average lot in al respects
having no greater tdents and abilitiesthan other people have. It isevident that they do not get rich
because they possesstdentsand abilitiestha othersdo not have, but because they happen to do things
in acertan way.

Gettingrich isnot theresult of saving, or thrift. Many very penurious people are poor, whilefree
goendersoften get rich.

Nor isgetting rich dueto doing thingswhich othersfail to do, for two peoplein thesamebusness
often do dmog exactly the same things and one getsrich while the other remains poor or becomes
bankrupt.

From dl thesethings wemug cometo theconduson that gettingrich istheresult of doingthings
in acertan way.

If getting rich isthe reault of doing thingsin acertan way, and if like causes dways produce like

effects then any man or woman who can do thingsin that way can becomerich, and thewhole matter
isbrought within the domain of exact science.

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You arenot desrting thepoor in their misery when you refuseto adlow your mind to befilled with
picturesof that misery.

Poverty can be done away with, not by increasng the number of well-to-do people who think
about poverty, but by increesng the number of poor people who purposewith faith to get rich.

The poor do not need charity; they nead ingiration. Charity only sendsthem aloaf of bread to
keep them divein ther wretchedness or givesthem an entertanment to makethem forget for an hour
or two.

And when any considerable nuinmdivioluals do so under any government, they
will cause the system to be so modified as téhepemny for others.

The economic salvation of the masses can onlgobgpkshed by getting a large number of
people to practice the scientific method set dotisibook and become rich. These will show others
the way and inspire them with a desire for rsahiith the faith that it can be attained, and thigh
purpose to attain it.
